D E C I S I O N
ON COORDINATED CONDUCTING OF ALL THE ELECTIONS

CALLED FOR 21 JUNE 2020

Article 1

This Decision regulates matters relevant for the coordinated conducting of elections for MPs to the National Assembly, elections for deputies to the Assembly of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina, and elections for councillors to assemblies of local self-government units, including elections for councillors to assemblies of city municipalities, called for 21 June 2020. 
Article 2

All the elections shall be conducted at polling stations designated by the Republic Electoral Commission, in accordance with the Law on the Election of Members of the Parliament and the Instructions for conducting the Elections for MPs to the National Assembly, called for 21 June 2020 ("RS Official Gazette", No. 20 / 20).
Article 3

The colour of ballot papers used for voting in the elections for deputies to the Assembly of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina (hereinafter: provincial elections) and in the elections for councillors to assemblies of local self-government units and the assemblies of city municipalities (hereinafter: local elections) and the colour of control ballot papers for the validation of the ballot boxes used in these elections must be different from the colour determined under the Decision of the Republic Electoral Commission on determining the colour of the ballot paper and the colour of the control ballot paper for the validation of the ballot box, for voting in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly to be held in 2020 ("RS Official Gazette", No. 7/20).
Article 4

The elections for MPs to the National Assembly, the provincial and the local elections called for 21 June 2020 shall be conducted by the polling boards set up by the Republic Electoral Commission, according to the rules on the operation of the polling boards for the coordinated conducting of all elections called for 26 April 2020 that shall be prescribed by the Republic Electoral Commission.
Article 5

(1) Polling boards in the standing composition shall be established in accordance with the Law on the Election of Members of the Parliament and the Instructions for conducting the Elections for MPs to the National Assembly, called for 21 June 2020 (hereinafter: the Instructions).


(2) By way of derogation from paragraph 1 of this Article, in nationally mixed units of local self-government, within the meaning of Article 98, paragraph 2 of the Law on Local Self-Government ("Official Gazette of RS", No. 129/07, 83/14 - other law , 101/16 - other law and 47/18), the deputy presidents of the polling boards shall be appointed at the proposal of political parties represented in the assembly of the local self-government unit, proportionately to their representation in the local assembly.


(3) The political parties referred to in paragraph 2 of this Article shall be obliged to make their nominations for deputy presidents of the polling boards in accordance with Article 16, para. 4 and 5 of the Instructions and forward them to the Republic Electoral Commission’s working body established for each local self-government unit no later than 5 June 2020.


(4) If a political party from the assembly of the local self-government unit fails to submit to the working body a nomination for deputy president in due time, the Republic Electoral Commission shall appoint a person nominated by the working body as the deputy president of the polling board.


(5) In order to enable the Republic Electoral Commission to make a numerical representation of the criteria for the appointment of members and deputy members of the polling board referred to in Article 15 of the Instructions, the heads of administrations of nationally mixed local self-government units shall submit to the Republic Electoral Commission, no later than 13 March 2020, the councillors` structure of assemblies of local self-government units by political parties on the day of calling for local elections.

Article 6

(1) The right to appoint a member and a deputy member of the polling board in the expanded composition shall belong to the submitter of a proclaimed electoral list for the election of MPs to the National Assembly, as well as to the submitter of an electoral list in the provincial/local elections who meets the requirements for  appointing its representatives to the expanded composition of polling boards in respect of the minimum number of candidates on the electoral list, and provided that he did not submit an electoral list for the election of MPs to the National Assembly.


(2) Every submitter of the electoral list may nominate only one member and one deputy member to the expanded composition of the polling board.


(3) If two or more political parties within a coalition submit an electoral list in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly, and individually submit an electoral list in the provincial or local elections, they shall jointly be entitled to only one member and one deputy member in the expanded composition of the polling board.


(4) If political parties individually submit electoral lists in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly, and within a coalition submit an electoral list in the provincial or local elections, each of these political parties shall be entitled to nominate per one member and one deputy member to the expanded composition of the polling board.


(5) If two or more political parties within a coalition submit an electoral list in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly, and submit an electoral list in the local elections within a different coalition, or within different coalitions, they shall jointly be entitled to only one member and one deputy member in the expanded composition of the polling board.


(6) If two or more political parties within a coalition submit an electoral list in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly and in the provincial elections, and individually submit an electoral list in the local elections, they shall jointly be entitled to only one member and one deputy member in the expanded composition of the polling board.


(7) If two or more political parties within a coalition submit an electoral list in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly, and individually submit an electoral list in the provincial and in the local elections, they shall jointly be entitled to only one member and one deputy member in the expanded composition of the polling board.


(8) If two or more political parties individually submit electoral lists in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly and in the provincial elections, and within a coalition submit an electoral list in the local elections, each of these political parties shall be entitled to nominate per one member and one deputy member to the expanded composition of the polling board.


(9) If two or more political parties that have not submitted electoral lists in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly, submit, within a coalition, an electoral list in the provincial elections, and individually submit electoral lists in the local elections, they shall jointly be entitled to only one member and one deputy member in the expanded composition of the polling board.


(10) If political parties that have not submitted electoral lists in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly, individually submit electoral lists in the provincial elections, and within a coalition submit an electoral list in the local elections, each of these political parties shall have the right to nominate per one member and one deputy member in the expanded composition of the polling board.


(11) The provisions of this Article shall apply mutatis mutandis to elections for councillors in the assemblies of city municipalities.

Article 7

Members of polling boards in the expanded composition appointed at the proposal of submitters of electoral lists in the provincial and local elections may not participate in the establishment of voting results in the elections for MPs.

Article 8

(1) Following the proclamation of the electoral list in the provincial or local elections, the Provincial Electoral Commission or the Municipal / City Electoral Commission or the Electoral Commission of the City Municipality (hereinafter: electoral commissions) shall forward to the Republic Electoral Commission without delay the decision on fulfilment or non-fulfilment of the requirements for the submitter of the electoral list to nominate its representatives to the expanded composition of the polling boards within the meaning of Article 14, paragraph 2 of the Provincial Assembly Decision on the election of deputies to the Assembly of the Autonomous Province of Vojvodina (“Official Journal of APV", No. 23/14) and Article 14 paragraph 1 and 2, and Article 16, paragraph 3 of the Law on Local Elections.


(2) The electoral commissions shall submit to the Republic Electoral Commission collective electoral lists of candidates for MPs/deputies/councillors without delay upon their establishment, and no later than 11 June 2020.


(3) The Republic Electoral Commission shall forward to the electoral commissions decisions on the proclamation of electoral lists in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly without delay after they have been passed, so that the electoral commissions may determine which submitters of electoral lists for MPs /deputies / councillors do not meet the requirements for appointing members and deputy members to the expanded composition of the polling board, in accordance with Article 6 of this Decision.


(4) In case of proclamation of the coalition electoral lists, the electoral commissions shall forward to the Republic Electoral Commission, along with the decision referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article, agreements on the establishment of the coalition of political parties.

Article 9

The submitter of the electoral list in the provincial and local elections who fulfils the requirements for appointing its representatives in the expanded composition of the polling board in accordance with this decision, shall submit the information on his representatives to the polling board in the manner prescribed by Article 22 and 23 of the Instructions.

Article 10

(1) The remuneration for the work of members of the polling boards in the standing composition, as well as for the work of members of the polling boards in the expanded composition appointed at the proposal of the submitters of the electoral lists in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly, shall be provided for by the Republic Electoral Commission, in accordance with the special decision of the Republic Electoral commissions.


(2) The remuneration for the work of members of the polling boards in the expanded composition appointed at the proposal of the submitters of the electoral lists in the provincial and in the local elections, that are not considered to be the submitters of electoral lists in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly, shall be provided for by the competent electoral commissions.
Article 11

(1) In the event that the Republic Electoral commission annuls the elections for MPs to the National Assembly at individual polling stations, it shall dissolve the respective polling board and appoint a new one to conduct the repeated voting.


(2) In the event that at the polling station where the voting in the elections for MPs to the National Assembly shall be repeated, also voting in the elections for deputies and / or councillors should be repeated, the electoral commission shall without delay inform thereof the Republic Electoral Commission, which shall appoint the polling board for conducting both of the repeated voting.


(3) In the event that at individual polling stations only voting in the provincial or local elections should be repeated, the electoral commission shall appoint a new polling board for conducting the repeated voting, bearing in mind that the term of appointment of the polling board established by the Republic Electoral Commission has ceased with the conclusion of the elections for MPs to the National Assembly at that polling station.


(4) In the event that at individual polling stations voting in the provincial and local elections should be repeated, the Provincial Electoral Commission shall establish a new polling board for conducting both of the repeated voting.

Article 12

Electoral commissions must ensure that, at the delivery of the election material to the polling board before the voting, and at the taking over of the election material from the polling board after the voting, the election material for each of the elections is packed separately in respective storage sacks for the election material.
Article 13

Municipal / city administrations and administrations of the city municipalities of the City of Belgrade are obliged to ensure that each voter shall be provided with separate respective information on the date and time of voting for each of the elections in which the voter has the right to vote.
Article 14

This decision shall be published in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia.
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
